Meeting of Great Snoring Parish Council
on Thursday 26 June 2014 at 7.00pm in the Social Club
MINUTES
Welcome from the Chairman
1. Apologies from H Seekings (on holiday) were accepted.
2. Declarations of pecuniary interest by the Councillors in any of the items listed below.
3. Minutes of the previous Meeting (1 May) were approved and signed as a true record.
4. Annual Report. To publish in newsletter.
5. Matters arising: Progress on items from previous meetings for information or reminders only. Items not on this agenda requiring decisions will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.
i. Online survey from Rural Services Network about Social Housing. Clerk to submit a response from the Parish Council and to provide the council with a copy of the responses if possible.

6. The Meeting was temporarily closed for Parishioners to express any concerns they have and for reports from the District and County Councillors and the PCSO.
A member of the public requested that the Annual Report would be available at the Annual Meeting next year.
The Chairman re-opened the meeting.
7. Highways and footpaths
i. 20 mph speed limit. The Clerk was asked to put in a formal request to Highways for the whole village to have a speed limit of 20 mph.
ii. To note that the Chairman had cleared the hedge overhanging the footpath from School House. However the tall shrubs and trees are out of reach and need to be cut back properly. The Clerk was asked to request that Highways follow this up.
iii. 30 mph signs needed to be cleaned, hedges cut back (and trimmings removed).
iv. Hedge needed to be cut back at Dildash House, Dildash Lane.
v. To request street sweeping from the District Council. It was also noted that some people with shingle drives do not sweep up shingle that encroaches on the road – this is a particular problem for people in mobility vehicles.
8. Appearance of the village
i. Verges: wildflower strategy. Nothing to report.
ii. Grass cutting on the knolls
a. To note agreement the instructions from the Parish Council for cutting: to cut the three knolls for 2014 for a maximum of £160 per annum. The knolls to cut are at the following junctions: Fakenham Road and Back Lane, Fakenham Road and The Street (Village Sign), Dildash Lane and Thursford Road. To cut the grass when it reaches two inches, in order to maintain an appearance of care.

b. To note that Tim Pringle had worked out that following the instructions above he will probably have reached 10 cuts (£160) by midsummer.
c. To consider making changes to instructions.

1. It was agreed that the cutting on the village sign knoll had been good – allowing the hawkweed etc. to flower. However a shorter cut, particularly on the Thursford Road /Dildash Lane would be better. Jon would talk to Tim Pringle. Any further problems with budgeting should be referred back to the Clerk as before.
d. The Clerk was asked to get a quote from Norse (for comparison) for cutting the knolls.
