· To consider proposals from NNDC
· Manor House, Barsham Road ref: PF/16/1002: change of use of part of paddock to residential curtilage, retention of the gravel hard-standing area for storage of boats and visitor cars and relocation and alterations to the existing boarded fence on roadside boundary. Plans have been circulated. Response submitted online on 1 Sept: Great Snoring Parish Council has no objection to this application. Pleased that the hedge will be            re-instated and height of the fence reduced. It was, however, noted that it was unfortunate that the gate and fence blocked the view of the church, a lovely feature of the road.
· Dildash House, The Street ref: PF/16/1072: retrospective application for replacement of a garden timber studio in rear garden. To circulate.

· External auditor report (Mazars): ‘on the basis of our review of the annual return, in our opinion the information in the annual return is in accordance with proper practices and no matters have come to our attention giving cause for concern that relevant legislation and regulatory requirements have not been met’.

· Broadband at The Club. It was agreed not to provide Wi-Fi for the Social Club.
10. Environment 

· Knolls:
· Sign post on lower knoll has been renovated thanks to Highways.
· Replacement tree - Red Hawthorn in churchyard (PCC declined offer). To note that NNDC Tree Officer has accepted the Liquidambar on the Fakenham Road knoll as a suitable replacement. No further action is required.
· Trees on Thursford Road/Dilldash Lane knoll - a tree surgeon has been asked to provide advice.
· Grass cutting of knolls looking good.
· Dog fouling - most of the problems of non-collection from bins have been resolved and to be monitored. Problems of not picking up appear to occur during holiday periods.
· Rats - residents have raised concerns on Fakenham Road and Thursford Road. Rat control is the responsibility of the occupier. Advise people to get professional advice, available via the District Council.
· Dates for litter pick Sunday 30 October; and general maintenance/ tidy up Sunday 2 October. The Clerk was asked to follow up with CPRE regarding the litter grabbers etc.
· Risk assessment - trees over grown on the knoll by The Tunns; hedgerows overgrown in places; dog bins full 8 Sept due to be emptied on 9 Sept.
