· Great Snoring Parish Council is very concerned to hear that the sewage pipe in the meadow by the bridge (Little Snoring Road) has burst and that sewage has contaminated the adjoining water course. Apparently this is the second time this has happened. Please could you take the necessary steps to ensure that the sewage pipes are properly repaired/replaced so that they do not burst again and contaminate the meadow and the river Stiffkey. Anglian Water replied that the matter was being dealt with and that there had been no contamination of the river.
