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Annual Report May 2019
Allotments and Gurney’s Ground
The Parish Council has began to plan for a new project which would see playground equipment on Gurney’s Ground and a Sensory Garden and small car park at the allotments. An open meeting was held to inform the public and gauge support. Quotes for the various elements have been collated, advice has been taken from planning and highways. The Parish Council is hoping that the cost will be covered by grants and donations.

Planning applications

The Parish Council considered a number of planning applications throughout the year and provided the District Council with its views as a consultee in the planning process. It notified the District Council of potential breaches of planning control.

Highways Matters

The Parish Council notified Highways of potholes and other defects in the area.
Overgrowth from hedges and trees impinging on paths and roads was also cut back by landowners and volunteers helped to keep the footpath by the church clear and accessible. 
Appearance and Maintenance

The Parish Council has continued to keep up appearances in the village, with the assistance of volunteers and contractors, by trimming hedges, cutting the grass on verges, knolls and on Gurney’s Ground, and providing dog bins. Thank you to those volunteers and to those who took part in the litter picks.
The Parish Council appreciates the trouble that people take to clear debris from the drains, pick up litter, and cut back overgrowth for the benefit of all and thanks all those who contribute to the pleasant appearance of the village. 

Parish Clock

The Parish Council controls a separate account for the Parish Clock to cover the cost of annual services and to build up reserves for future maintenance and repairs. The Clock is not working at present and cannot be repaired until remedial work to the tower floor has been carried out.
