MINUTES

Welcome 

1. Apologies from G Rutland were accepted.
2. Declarations of pecuniary interest by the Councillors in any of the items listed below. 
· D Perowne declared an interest in planning proposal at Top Farm as he is the tenant.
3. Minutes of the previous Meeting – 9 May were approved and signed as a true record.
4. Matters arising: Progress on items from previous meetings for information or reminders only. Items not on this agenda requiring decisions will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.
5. The Meeting was temporarily closed for Parishioners to express any concerns they have and for reports from the District and County Councillors.
NCCllr M Strong reported:
· Recycling centre at Wells now has a re-use shop

· Amnesty Day at Hempton Recycling on 6, 7 and 8 Sept: 9am – 5pm

· Warning about scams e.g. from people claiming to be from your bank

· Stickers available from NCC: ‘Stop, Chain, Check’

· Big Society Fund is open for applications (deadline 12 August)

· Cromer Pier Show has opened for the summer season
The Chair re-opened the meeting.
6. Planning
· Proposals received from NNDC since the last meeting: 
· LA/19/1025: Internal and external works to repair and reinstate outbuilding attached to Top Farmhouse, Top Farm, Thursford Road. Link circulated. D Perowne declared an interest as he lives in the property. Support.
· Decisions made by NNDC
· PF/19/0208: Conversion and change of use of barn to one dwelling and erection of detached garage with accommodation within roof space at Agricultural Barn, Thursford Road. APPROVED.

· PF/19/0380: Two storey dwelling and attached garage with annexe accommodation above at The Hermitage, Fakenham Road. APPROVED
7. Financial business

8. Highways: 
· It was noted that the highway verges had been cut in the middle of June.
· Thanks to Dawn Spiteri and Dave Garner for cutting back the foliage around obscured road signs
· Items to report
· 30 mph sign on Thursford Rd at Duck End needs to be straightened.
· Junction ahead and 30 mph sign obscured by hedge on Thursford Rd – near grit bin.
· It was noted that the junction of Dildash Lane on to The Street was very dangerous. Various solutions were suggested such as mirrors or obscured entrance signage on The Street. The Clerk explained that Highways do not put up mirrors as they can be misread leading to accidents. It was also pointed out that there is already signage on The Street on the approach to the junction including ‘slow’ on the road.
· To consider applying to the Parish Partnership Scheme whereby the County Council provides 50% of the cost of highway improvements (e.g. purchase of SAM2, improved kerbing and possibly approximately 25m back from the road at allotment track entrance). Deadline for applications 6 December 2019. It was suggested that the Barshams might like to share a SAM2. The Clerk was asked to contact them. 
9. SAM2
· The Speed Awareness Message Unit (SAM2) from Walsingham Parish Council was sited near Top Farm to capture the number and speed of vehicles driving from Walsingham into the village. It was in place between 8 April and 14 May 2019. The highest speed recorded was 47 mph on 19 April between 3 and 4 am. All the excessive speeds were recorded in the early morning between 1 and 6 am. The total number of vehicles during the period was 13,573 of which 5,078 were doing 30 mph and 6,527 were doing 25 mph or less. Three vehicles were recorded doing 50 mph, 41 doing 45 mph, 249 doing 40 mph and 1,687 doing 35 mph. There were on average 1,230 vehicles per day with a peak on Sunday 28 April when 1313 vehicles were recorded (278 between 8 am and 10 am compared to an average of 25 on other Sundays at that time).
· It was decided that Fakenham Road would be a good place for the next location.
10. Street furniture / Environment 
· Kissing gate – rotting at the bottom – keep a watching brief.
· It was agreed that no personal for sale items should be put in the notice board.
11. Allotments and Gurney’s Ground
· Pest control report: light rat takes and evidence seen around duck area. Vegetation down side is high, bulk feed remains in mussy duck run. Elsewhere field mouse evidence and takes. Monitoring blocks used. Recommendation: feed poultry what they eat, not in bulk feeders – this attracts pest birds and vermin. Trim vegetation.
The Clerk was asked to write to the tenant, re-iterating the pest control recommendations and pointing out that non-compliance would mean that the licence to keep livestock would be revoked.
· Progress report on project for sensory garden, play equipment and car park project. It was decided to apply to the Sheringham Shoal Fund (rainwater catcher) and the Big Society Fund (play area and sensory garden).
· It was agreed to allow the Social Club to use Gurney’s Ground (ground conditions permitting) on 28 July for part of the Village Day Event.
12. Reports from parish councillors
· It was noted that Oak Street in Fakenham would be closed for a couple of days from 15 July for laying gas mains.
