8. Highways: Items to report
· It was noted that the mud and debris on Thursford Rd was reported to Highways but no action will be taken at present. The Clerk was asked to follow this up as the mud on the road remained hazardous.
· Footpath next to the Church needs to be swept and the overgrowth cut back
· Potholes: Fakenham Road near junction with Back Lane and outside Social Club.
9. Street furniture / Environment 
· Kissing gate: the Clerk was asked to get a quote for repairing / replacing the gate and to check with Highways regarding the issue of retaining /replacing the gate although it is not on the definitive map.
· The Clerk was asked to get a quote for re-writing the name on the Village Sign.
10. Allotments and Gurney’s Ground
· Progress report on project for sensory garden, play equipment and car park project.
· Application submitted to Pocket Parks for £25,000 towards the Sensory Garden project
· Application submitted to Parish Partnership Scheme for 50% of the cost of the entrance to the track.
· Application to be submitted to Big Society Fund for £15,000 towards to the cost of playground and adult fitness equipment (deadline 4 Feb).
· Clearing the vacant allotments 
· It was noted that AM Cultivating would be in touch to clarify the uncultivated allotments before cutting back the weeds etc.
· It was noted that A R Crisp would clear the very overgrown allotment for £695 (possibly in February but could be later depending on work commitments).
· A councillor queried why her offer to take on that allotment and clear it free of charge had been refused when the Parish Council was now going to pay to get it cleared. It was explained that the offer had been turned down due to the extra conditions that the would-be tenants wished to impose on the tenancy agreement.
· Pest control
· Pest control report: all in order (just a note to keep weed growth under control).
· The Clerk had written to all allotment tenants advising them to leave pest control to the contractors and to raise any issues with David Perowne as soon as possible. One allotment holder had been asked to comply with recommendations to avoid leaving feed overnight. This was now under control.
11. Correspondence: mail circulated as usual via email
· Defib and CPR training: a few people had come forward but it was decided to put another request in the newsletter asking for people to register their interest for a Monday or Thursday evening.
· Invitation from the District Council to attend a meeting on 20 January at 10 am in Cromer regarding preparing to commemorate 75th anniversary of VE Day (8 May) and 80 years since the Battle of Britain (15 Sept). It was agreed that Hazel Seekings and Sue Pannell would represent Great Snoring. It was hoped that all groups and people in the village would participate.
