Meeting of Great Snoring Parish Council

on Thursday 9 July 2020 at 7.00pm in the Social Club

In order to minimise the risk for spreading coronavirus only parish councillors and the clerk were present. County and District Councillors were asked to send reports via email.
MINUTES
Welcome 

1) It was noted that the requirement to hold the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council (and the Annual Parish Meeting) had been postponed until 2021 due to measures put in place to deal with the coronavirus pandemic. The Chair, Vice-Chair and other appointments such as the Internal Auditor would remain as appointed at the Annual Meeting in May 2019.
2) Apologies from D Spiteri were accepted.
3) Declarations of pecuniary interest by the Councillors in any of the items listed below. None.
4) Minutes of the previous Meeting – 12 March (no meeting in May due to Covid-19 restrictions) were approved and signed.
5) Matters arising: Progress on items from previous meetings for information or reminders only. Items not on this agenda requiring decisions will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting. None.
6) Accounts and Annual Return
a) The annual accounts, which had been circulated, were approved and signed
b) The report from the Internal Auditor Stafford Snell was noted as follows: ‘I have carried out the Internal Audit for Great Snoring Parish Council Accounts for the year 2019-2020 as requested. Owing to the present situation it has been carried out online. This was only possible due to the excellent Parish Council Website set out by Joanna and her sending me various other papers as requested. As usual I have found no problems with the accounts; the audit trail is easy to follow and all other documentation is in order.’
c) To approve and sign the Annual Governance and Accountability Return (AGAR): 

i) The Annual Governance Statement was approved and signed.
ii) The Accounting Statements for 2019-20 were approved and signed.
d)  Exemption from Limited Assurance Review. 

i) It was confirmed that the Parish Council had met the relevant criteria for Exemption and the Certificate of Exemption (which will be sent to the appointed External Auditor PKF Littlejohn LLP) was approved and signed.
ii) It was noted that the following documents would be published on the website as required: Certificate of Exemption, Annual Internal Audit Report, Section 1 (Annual Governance Statement) and Section 2 (Accounting Statements), analysis of variances, bank reconciliation, notice of the period for the exercise of public rights. The latter will also be placed on the notice board.

8) Highways: 
a) Items to report
i) Potholes: 

(1) Outside the Social Club
(2) Fakenham Road (near junction with Back Lane)
(3) Barsham Road
ii) Overgrowth obstructing pavement outside Church House. (Clerk to write to owners).
9) SAM2 (Speed Awareness Message Unit - from Walsingham Parish Council): currently located outside the Social Club. The Clerk was asked to request to have it on Thursford Road next time.
10) Street furniture / Environment 
a) It was noted that an application had been sent to the Legal Orders and Registers at the County Council to have the kissing gate added to the definitive map.
b) It was noted that the replacement name plaques for the Village Sign would be erected when the workman had time.
11) Parish Partnership Scheme
a) It was noted that the application to Norfolk County Council Parish Partnership Scheme for 50% of the cost of making a proper entrance to the allotment track on The Street had been successful. The Parish Council contribution would £1,500 (total cost £3,000). Cheque and acceptance form need to be returned to NCC if the Parish Council wishes to proceed. It was decided to send the acceptance form and request a delay pending more funding as part of the playground equipment project on Gurney’s Ground.
b) Scheme open again for next year – deadline 4 Dec 2020.
12) Allotments and Gurney’s Ground
a) Progress report on project for sensory garden, play equipment and car park project. As the Pocket Park bid was unsuccessful, and also that two more tenants have come forward to lease a total of three vacant allotments, it was decided to leave the Sensory Garden project (getting more than one quote had proved impossible) and focus on playground equipment and adult fitness apparatus on Gurney’s Ground (and possibly have an informal parking area and water collection site) along with an improved access at The Street. The Clerk would re-apply to the newly named Sustainable Communities Fund at North Norfolk District Council which would require a written lease of at least 10 years for Gurney’s Ground. The Clerk was asked to contact the Walsingham Estate to make the necessary arrangements. David Perowne would seek updates to the quotes for equipment.
b) Two new allotment tenants. It was noted that some turkey muck had been brought onto one of the allotments. The Clerk was asked to contact the tenant and request that it is dug in as soon as possible to prevent flies.
c) Clearing the vacant allotments: three cuts on uncultivated allotments. Overgrown allotment to be cleared in September (to avoid damage to nesting birds).
d) Pest control. Nothing to report.
13) Planning
a) Proposals received from NNDC since the last meeting: 

i) PF/20/0567: Variation of condition 2 (approved plans) of planning permission PF/19/0208 to allow for re-siting of detached garage and additional rooflights in north elevation at Duck Town End Barn, Thursford Road. Link circulated. No objection.
ii) PF/20/0884: Installation of flue to roof at Methodist Chapel, The Loke. Link circulated. No objection submitted 1 July 2020.
b) Decisions made by NNDC
i) PF/19/2125: Erection of single storey glass link to existing annexe, removal of first floor timber boarded gable end and forming hip end removal of catslide roof and formation of new hip end, repositioning of main front entrance door, insertion of new French doors to west side of annexe, formation of new additional vehicular access off The Street. Replacement windows in existing openings and LA/19/2126: Internal and external works to facilitate erection of single storey glass link to existing annexe, removal of first floor timber boarded gable end and forming hip end removal of catslide roof and formation of new hip end, repositioning of main front entrance door, insertion of new French doors to west side of annexe and replacement windows in existing openings at Clevency, The Street. APPROVED.
ii) PF/20/0415: Variation of condition 2 (approved Plans) of planning permission PF/19/0380 to allow for first floor projecting balcony on the rear elevation instead of 'Juliet' type balcony as approved at The Hermitage, Fakenham Road. REFUSED.
iii) PF/20/0567: Variation of condition 2 (approved plans) of planning permission PF/19/0208 to allow for re-siting of detached garage and additional rooflights in north elevation at Duck Town End Barn, Thursford Road. APPROVED.
