4) Setting the Budget and Precept for 2021-22
a) To consider and decide on grass-cutting agreement for 2021-22: 

i) knolls at Back Lane/ Fakenham Road and Dildash Lane/Thursford Road; Gurney’s Ground and allotment track: all areas April-October  inclusive and 
ii) cutting back uncultivated allotments (when required to keep weeds down):
(1) AM Cultivating payment due at the end of each month. 
(a) Grass cutting £840

(b) Uncultivated allotments £15 per 200 sq yards: £250 (for 2.5 allotments)
(2) FT Grounds Maintenance payment due at the end of each month
(a) Grass cutting £840
(b) Uncultivated allotments £30 per allotment £75 (for 2.5 allotments)
