f) Salary and on costs. On 24 August, the National Joint Council for Local Government Services (NJC) announced that an agreement was reached between the National Employers and the NJC Trade Union Side on the new pay scales for 2020-21 to be implemented from 1 April 2020.
The standing order instructions to Barclays to reflect the changes including the backdated increases for April to August in the payments for September were approved and signed. (Hourly rate has increased from £12.89 to £13.21).

6) Highways: 
a) Items to report: Pothole on Dildash Lane near the knoll
7) SAM2 (Speed Awareness Message Unit - from Walsingham Parish Council). nothing to report.
8) Street furniture / Environment 
a) Kissing Gate. It was noted that the letters had been delivered to adjacent landowners and signs erected at the beginning of August as required in respect of the formal request to have the kissing gate included on the Definitive Map. The request to add the kissing gate to the Definitive map had been registered ref: 64433/HP183/1.
b) Date for litter pick: 20 September- meet at 10.30 am in the Social Club car park.
c) Volunteers should only trim around roads (or do other ‘work’ on the Highway) if it is safe to do so.
d) Village Sign and white finger post signs to be cleaned: time to be arranged VT, JL and DS. 
9) Parish Partnership Scheme
a) Application to Norfolk County Council Parish Partnership Scheme for 50% of the cost of making a proper entrance to the allotment track on The Street has been successful. Parish Council contribution £1,500 (total cost £3,000). Cheque and acceptance form need to be returned to NCC if the Parish Council wishes to proceed.
b) Scheme open again for next year – deadline 4 Dec 2020. This could be used for replacing the kissing gate if it is included on the Definitive Map.
10) Allotments and Gurney’s Ground
a) Progress report on project play ground and adult fitness equipment and car park project. Talks in progress with a possible donor.
b) Clearing the vacant allotments: three cuts in total on uncultivated allotments (May, June, August).  The Clerk was asked to inform PH Collins not to use the Social Club car park as his trailer damages the gravel. However he may use it if he cuts to grass adjacent to the car park.
c) Overgrown allotment to be cleared in September (to avoid damage to nesting birds)
d) Pest control: should improve when the overgrown allotment is cleared.
